Peter mentioned the need to get the boundaries defined for the various sub-groups within the Architecture Workspace. Peter also mentioned the requirements that there needs to be at least one liaison for each workspace. It was mentioned that one could be a liaison for more than one other workspace.

There was no comments or feedback on the overview section of the scope document.

2. Information Architecture: Reviewed the various elements of the Information Architecture. Robert Robbins asked how caBIG related to the Universal Identifier Specification with other efforts with cancer. It was also asked if we (caBIG) would be collaborating with other Cancer studies such as the European community. Peter mentioned that we need to keep that in mind going forward. Frank Manion mentioned that we need to have an open Architecture that can integrate with more data for success. He mentioned the need to bring the other communities in as “Associates”. It was mentioned that the person from the European grid wants to be part of the “caBIG” grid. The people from the European grid wanted to know how they can become part of the grid. Peter mentioned that the other people (i.e. Cancer Centers) can volunteer into the grid. Once we have an agreement in place, we could formally engage other groups to be part of the caBIG initiative. Robert Robbins mentioned that 50% of the Cancer Centers collaborate with people outside of the NCI Centers, so he mentioned that it was very important to be able to collaborate with them. Peter said that it is directed by the NIH in the direction setting. He mentioned that it is our goal to be an open “Non Silo” like environment. “Information Architecture” sub-group assigned liaisons for the various other Workspaces.

Arumani Manisundaram will be coordinating within each of the sub-groups. In the near term there will a conf. call with the Vocabulary/CDE Workspaces. The goal is to get the Vocabulary/CDE Workspace to have the same messaging.

	Other discussion items:
	Prior to the meeting, Peter had captured the various feedbacks from the forum & incorporated it into the overview of the scope document plus also mentioned about the use case development.

Peter went over the summary of the stage/status of the other workspaces

Vocabulary/CDE Workspace: This workspace has been looking at the current systems for the Vocabulary/CDE. They will have production systems and have an advisory role on data structures. They are reviewing the urgent systems and governance standards. They are very keen on going over the metadata architecture With the Architecture Workspace.

Clinical Trial Management Systems Workspace: This workspace has been identifying software applications that will improve Clinical Trial Management. They are having a metadata issue. Architecture Workspace needs to work with them in getting issues resolved.

Tissue Banks and Pathology Tools Workspace: This workspace is very focused on the data standards.

Integrated Cancer Research: In this Workspace, there are many data/tools (resources) that they want to make caBIG compatible.

With regards to data, they are looking at steps needed to push their data into the grid.

With regards to tools, they are looking at steps needed to have their tools be able to consume data from the grid.

It was raised that there should be a liaison for the Strategic planning strategic level working groups within the Architecture Workspace. Robert Robbins has volunteered to be the liaison.

Diane Paul mentioned that Clinical Trials goes overseas, so we need to address that. 

David Kane mentioned that there should be a liaison with the IP group. It was re-emphasized to the group that anything that is caBIG is essentially open source. Data sharing group should get more verbiage around that. Robert Robbins mentioned that the intersection of Architecture & Data Sharing was very important.

Someone asked as to how the caCORE was going to play into this. It was mentioned that the caCORE has a lot of components that that it could potentially leverages.
