3.  What “data” are you providing as adopters?

Clinical trial baseline, treatment, and outcome data in an Oracle Clinical database;  functional genomics;  molecular and tumor cell markers; genotyping; immunomics (SEREX analysis); genomic mutations; hormonal and metabolic data.  All of these different types of data will be obtained from patients treated on a common protocol implemented in multiple centers.
4.  What are the tools you envision would enhance the use and analysis of this “data”? Database integration tools, statistical analysis tools, data visualization tools.

5.  What is your ability to evaluate the tools to be adopted? Expertise in statistics including clinical trials, translational research, statistical genetics, genomics, multivariate data, longitudinal data; expertise in database design and statistical programming; expertise in evaluation and implementation of database and statistical analysis systems. Coordination with Research Computing Facility at NYU School of Medicine, NYU School of Medicine Information Technology, Bioinformatics at NYU Cancer Institute, and Bioinformatics at NYU Courant Institute.
6.  How will you provide system integration? Depends on system design, system capabilities, and required interfaces of proposed systems.
7.  How will you provide end-user testing? Develop scenarios for stress testing; test data sets. Comparison with alternative systems (if available). Iterative process with developers to address implementation issues with retesting as required. 
8.  How will you provide software validation? As an adopter, expect that systems development includes validation prior to testing as user.
9.  What are your plans for interacting with the appropriate workspace developers? As needed to develop requirements including functionality and platforms; throughout implementation and testing stages to enable rapid problem resolution; to review documentation for completeness, usability, accuracy.
